2.0	Chairs report
Lucy and Charlie provided an overview of the past year’s key achievements and event highlights including: silent disco, colour run and Great Binfields Show.  Thank you’s were extended to the committee, FOGB members, volunteers, teachers and the wider school community for all their support over the past year.  A special mention to several valuable FOGB members who have stepped down after providing many years of support and guidance.
3.0	Treasurer’s report
	Charlie presented the treasurer’s report on behalf of Gillian.
The annual income and expenses report for year ending 31st August 2024 was submitted to the Charities Commission.  In raising a total income of £36,600, (included donations received for the loss of the minibus), resulted in us exceeding the annual fundraising threshold and required the preparation of formal accounts and an independent review.  The accounts are published and available for public review on the Charity Commissions website.
Over the past year FOGB have donated nearly £20,000 to the school to fund the replacement school minibus, the sensory garden deposit, new school benches, supplies for forest school and year 6 leavers hoodies.
For the year ending 31st August 2025, we raised over £9,000 for the school.  It was noted that previously we have reported gross income in our communications, going forward this will be amended to net proceeds.
An incident occurred whilst banking some of the funds raised at the Summer Fair, where money was mistakenly deposited into an old bank account.  This was quickly rectified by the Treasurer, with the all the money transferred across into the primary Friends of Great Binfields bank account.  The old bank account has subsequently been closed to avoid any future issues.
