Online Bullying: 
I can describe how to behave online in ways that do not upset others and can give examples.

(PROJECT: To create own Beebot maze for children to navigate the Beebots around linked to local area)


	Computer Science -  Begin to understand that programs work by following instructions, Create simple programs and begin to debug them, Develop reasoning to predict the behaviour of simple programs
I can give instructions to my friend and follow their instructions to move around. 
I can describe what happens when I press buttons on a Beebot.
I can press the buttons in the correct order to make my Beebot do what I want.
I can describe what actions I will need to do to make something happen and begin to use the word algorithm.
I can begin to predict what will happen for a short sequence of instructions.
I can begin to use software/apps to create movement and patterns on a screen (Beebot app on Ipads).
I can use the word debug when I correct mistakes when I program.

(PROJECT: Design an avatar for a King/Queen’s social media profile adhering to e-safety rules)


	E-Safety - Develop an understanding of how to use technology safely
Privacy and Security:
I can explain how passwords are used to protect information, accounts and devices.
I can recognise more detailed examples of information that is personal to someone (e.g where someone lives and goes to school, family names).
I can explain why it is important to always ask a trusted adult before sharing any personal information online, belonging to myself or others.
Managing Online Information:
I can give simple examples of how to find information using digital technologies, e.g. search engines, voice activated searching.
I know / understand that we can encounter a range of things online including things we like and don’t like as well as things which are real or make believe / a joke.
I know how to get help from a trusted adult if we see content that makes us feel sad, uncomfortable, worried or frightened.
