	Autumn 1 
Great Fire of London
(PROJECT: Use 2Publish to create a storyboard of the sequence of events for Great Fire of London)


	Digital Literacy  - Use technology purposefully to create, store, retrieve, organise and manipulate digital content
I can log on to and off of my device independently.
I can shut down a computer safely.
I can save a document into the correct place.
I can open a document and retrieve it from the relevant part of the Shared Area.
I can conduct a simple search online.
Online Bullying (covered in Jigsaw):
I can explain what bullying is, how people may bully others and how this can make someone feel. 
I can explain why anyone who experiences bullying is not to blame. 
I can talk about how anyone experiencing bullying can get help.

	Autumn 2
London
(PROJECT: E-safety poster competition - best ones to be displayed)

	E- Safety -  Identify where to go for help/support when concerned about content/contact on internet/other online technologies
I can describe the things online that I must tell an adult about. 
Self Image and Identity:
I can explain how someone may act and look differently online. 
I can give examples of issues that might make someone feel sad, worried or uncomfortable and how they might get help 
Online reputation: 
I can explain how anyone’s online information can last for a long time and be seen by others.
I know who to talk to if something has been put online without consent or if it is incorrect.
Online Relationships:
I can give examples of how someone might use technology to communicate with others they don’t also know offline and explain why this might be risky. (e.g. email, online gaming, a pen-pal in another school / country).
I can explain who I should ask before sharing things about myself or others and know who can help me if something happens online without my consent.
I can describe different ways to ask for, give, or deny my permission online knowing when I have the right to say ‘no’ and can identify who can help me if I am not sure or feel under pressure to share. 
I can explain how it may make others feel if I do not ask their permission or ignore their answers before sharing something about them online.
I can explain why I should always ask a trusted adult before clicking ‘yes’, ‘agree’ or ‘accept’ online.

	Spring 1 
All Aboard (Titanic)
(PROJECT: Use BeeBots to create a ‘map’ of the route of the Titanic)
	Computer Science  - Understand what algorithms are, Understand how algorithms are implemented as programs on digital devices, Understand that programs execute by following precise and unambiguous instructions, Use logical reasoning to predict the behaviour of simple programs, Create and debug simple programs
I can give instructions to my friend (using forward, backward and turns) and physically follow their instructions. 
I understand what an algorithm is. 
I can tell you the order I need to do things to make something happen and talk about this as an algorithm. 
I can program a robot or software to do a particular task. 
I can look at my friend’s program and tell you what will happen. 
I can use programming software to make objects move. 
I can watch a program execute and spot where it goes wrong so that I can debug it.

	Spring 2 
Journeys (Southampton to NY)
(PROJECT: Class surveys on favourite holidays/journeys)	
	Digital Literacy  - Use technology purposefully to create, store, retrieve, organise and manipulate digital content
I can talk about the different ways I use technology to collect information. 
I can make and save a chart or graph using the data I collect. 
I can talk about the data that is shown in my chart or graph.
I am starting to understand a branching database. 
I can tell you what kind of information I could use to help me investigate a question.

	Summer 1 Nightingale/Seacole
(PROJECT: Kiddle/Swiggle research on Nightingale or Seacole)
	Information Technology -  Recognise common uses of information technology beyond school
I can identify benefits of using technology including finding information, creating and communicating.
Managing information Online: 
I can use simple keywords in search engines and demonstrate how to navigate a simple webpage to get to information I need.
I can I can explain what voice activated searching is, how it might be used, and know it is not a real person.
I can explain the difference between things that are imaginary, ‘made up’ or ‘make believe’ and things that are ‘true’ or ‘real’ and explain why some information I find online may not be real or true.
Copyright and ownership:
I can recognise and describe why content on the internet may belong to other people.

	Summer 2 
Antarctica – Hot & cold
(PROJECT: Jessie and friends – create their own Avelzon avatar giving e-safety advice – to an explorer?)
	E-Safety -  Use technology safely and respectfully, keeping personal information private
I can talk about why I should go online for a short amount of time.
Health, Well-being and Lifestyle: 
I can explain simple guidance for using technology in different environments and settings e.g. accessing online technologies in public places and the home environment: how those rules / guides can help anyone accessing online technologies
Privacy and Security: 
I can describe and explain some rules for keeping personal information private (e.g. creating and protecting passwords), explain and give examples of what is meant by ‘private’ and ‘keeping things private’.
I can explain how some people may have devices in their homes connected to the internet and give examples (e.g. lights, fridges, toys, televisions).
